Pre - Game Procedure

All Tournament officials, team managers and volunteers are to adhere
to the following pre-game procedures to ensure that we maintain an
orderly and efficient tournament schedule.

Thirty-five (35) minutes prior to scheduled game time - manager

or designated coach of each team must be present at the game field
for coin toss to determine home and visitor. Home shall occupy 1st
base and visitor will occupy 3rd base. At this time, managers please
have ready 2 copies of the lineup; one to the official score-keeper and
one for the public address announcer. Lineups are not official until it
has been reviewed and accepted by the game Umpire in Chief at the
plate meeting.

Thirty (30) minutes prior to scheduled game time - visiting team
may take infield for not more than eight (8) minutes

Twenty (20) minutes prior to scheduled game time - home team

may take infield for not more than eight (8) minutes

PLESE NOTE: Due to time considerations this allowed time for infield
may be reduced or eliminated.

Ten (10) minutes prior to scheduled game time - public address
announcer will introduce players, managers, coaches and umpires.
Teams will line up along the baseline in front of their respective
dugouts. After announcements the National Anthem will be played and
the Little League Pledge will be recited.

Five (5) minutes prior to scheduled game time - managers shall
submit 2 copies of the batting order to the game Umpire in Chief. Bat-
ting order must include uniform numbers. The game Umpire in Chief
shall make certain that the original and duplicate are identical and will
provide a copy to the opposing manager.
