Unsportsmanlike The stealing and relaying of signs to alert the batter of pitch selection and/or location is unsportsmanlike behavior. If,
Conduct in the judgment of the umpire this behavior is occurring, the team manager and those responsible including any
player(s) and/or coach(es) shall be warned after the first offense. Those responsible including any player(s),
coach(es), and/or manager shall be ejected from the game for a team’s subsequent offense.
